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But the Lutheran faith is spreading in places like Thailand, Cambodia and Indonesia.



There are many, many children in the Lutheran churches of Southeast Asia. But there is a problem: 
the churches are poor and can’t afford materials to teach Sunday school.



LHF translated and published a book called A Child’s Garden of Bible Stories  into 
many languages in Southeast Asia.  The teachers use this book to teach all about
